Preferred Heights
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The map above shows a discretionary height limit of six storeys (20 metres) proposed for the business park, Lorimer Place (on the corner of Ingles Street and Rogers Street), while the remaining area has a discretionary height limit, which means that there is no specific height limit proposed.

Design Guidance

· Objectives which set out the goals for Fishermans Bend: the strategic outcomes that must be attained through developments
· Guidelines are the instructions on how these objectives may be achieved.

Developer Contributions Plan

· An overlay that requires developers to pay close to $16,000 per dwelling when they redevelop their property.

Urban Design – Key Moves
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The map above shows the existing context around the Lorimer precinct, including: open space at Docklands Park, Point Park and Library at the Dock; shopping areas along Yarra’s Edge (adjacent to Yarra’s Edge Marina) and Bourke Street (Victoria Harbour); and public promenade along Yarra’s Edge and Victoria Harbour.

#1 Neighbourhood Centre
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Building on the previous map, this map also indicates the location of the proposed new neighbourhood centre in Lorimer, which will be located in Lorimer Place (bounded by Ingles Street and Rogers Street).

#2 Open Space (re-use of road space)
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Building on the last map, this map shows the streets within the Lorimer precinct that are proposed to be converted into park space, including Turner Street, Rogers Street, Boundary Street and Hartley Street.

#2 Open Space (recreational links)
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Building on the previous map, this map shows how the conversion of existing streets into a linear parkway will create a recreational link, connecting Lorimer to the Yarra River via Point Park in the east, and via the area underneath the Bolte Bridge in the west.

#2 Open Space (Lorimer Parkway)
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Building on the previous map, this map shows additional proposed open space adjacent to the proposed new parks. Additional open space is proposed on the eastern corner of Lorimer Street and Hartley Street, between Boundary and Hartley streets, and on the south side of Turner Street between Graham and Ingles Streets.

#2 Open Space (additional parks)
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Building on the previous map, this map shows three additional local parks proposed for the western end of the precinct – one south of Turner Street, between the Bolte Bridge and Ingles Street, and two north of Turner Street, between the Bolte Bridge and Ingles Street.

#3 Connections (city-shaping)
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Building on the previous map, this map shows transport connections to the Lorimer precinct, including the existing connection across the Ingles Street Bridge to the City of Port Phillip. It also shows a proposed tram, pedestrian and cycling connection from Collins Street via a bridge across the Yarra River, which would lead through Point Park, then across a bridge over the West Gate Freeway, connecting to Fennell Street and the remainder of the Fishermans Bend Urban Renewal Precinct.

#3 Connections (new streets)
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Building on the previous map, this map shows primary street connections through the Lorimer precinct, including a new east-west street north of Turner Street (connecting Ingles and Graham streets) and a new east-west street south of Turner Street (connecting Graham to Rogers Street and through to the Yarra River).
Please note: a legend has been added to the above map since the community information session.
#3 Connections (new streets)
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Building on the previous map, this map shows a proposed finer grain street network, including:

· two north-south links in the block bounded by the Bolte Bridge and Ingles Street

· a connecting link from the proposed neighbourhood hub to the river (via Riggers Place)

· an east-west link along Lorimer Place (neighbourhood hub)

· a north-south link in the block bounded by Ingles Street, Rogers Street and Boundary Street

· an east-west link between Hartley and Lorimer streets (connecting to Lorimer east of Point Park)

#3 Connections (laneways)
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Building on the previous map, this map shows the locations of the new laneways within the proposed street network. These are distributed evenly across the precinct, primarily connecting Lorimer through to the Yarra River and are typically located about fifty to seventy metres apart.

#4 Walkable Blocks
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Building on the previous map, this map shows the new block layout that would be achieved with the proposed street network. Blocks of a generally even size (fifty to one hundred metres in length) will be created across the whole precinct.

#4 A neighbourhood stitched into city
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This map shows how the overall precinct will look once the proposed parks and street network are delivered, including the neighbourhood hub (located in Lorimer Place adjacent to Ingles and Rogers streets), parkland created from converting Turner, Rogers, Boundary and Hartley streets, with adjacent local parks, and the smaller block structure that would be created.

#5 Delivering liveability within a high density central city environment
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This 3D model is taken from the Strategic Framework Plan and shows how the Lorimer precinct might look once it is developed. It shows a range of building height and types, including mid-rise buildings (about 6 storeys) and towers mixed in together. This range of buildings is distributed across the site. This image also illustrates the parkland areas that would be located within this new development.

Why are we doing a Structure Plan?

To guide the development of Lorimer towards a successful outcome

Key elements of the Structure Plan

· Determine population forecasts for Lorimer

· Test urban design outcomes

· Identify infrastructure needs for Lorimer – e.g. public transport, community facilities, schools, parks

· Establish an implementation plan that considers how the area will transition, funding and delivery arrangements

What we have heard to date

· Concerns about the proposed tram bridge including potential issues with boat access, noise, visual impact, loss of open space (Point Park) and impacts on local businesses.

· That there is concern about the numbers of people coming in, the scale of developments and whether there will be sufficient community services and open space.

· That you want to have a say.

Appendix 1: General layout plan for the Lorimer Precinct
This map of the proposed Lorimer Precinct (bounded by Lorimer Street, the Bolte Bridge and West Gate Freeway) shows:

· neighbourhood open space between Rogers and Hartley streets, Graham and Ingles streets (Lorimer Parkway)
· local recreational open space along Turner, Rogers, Boundary and Hartley streets
· a rail investigation area at the eastern end of the precinct and a tram/bus bridge between Lorimer Street and the West Gate Freeway

· potential cycle connection on the western end of the precinct, along Graham street
· proposed new street network creating small walkable blocks
