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Amendment C190 Arden-Macaulay

Summary of the proposed changes
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Land use
Amendment C190 proposes new land use controls:

· To rezone much of the existing industrial area to the Mixed Use Zone to encourage residential development. Other uses such as shops, offices, education and entertainment may be permitted.

· To encourage a new local shopping centre along Macaulay Road from the Moonee Ponds Creek to Melrose Street. This land will be rezoned to a commercial zone that allows shops, restaurants, cafes, dwellings, offices, child care centres, and education centres.

· To encourage a new business centre on Racecourse Road near Flemington Bridge Station. The land along Racecourse Road between Boundary Road and Lambeth Street will be rezoned to a commercial zone that allows offices and associated commercial uses.

· The area to the south of Chelmsford Street as far as Barrett Street will be rezoned to  prohibit residential uses and encourage new offices and industry.  This will provide a buffer between Allied Mills and new residential uses to its north and east.

Building heights, weather protection and laneways
A Design and Development Overlay (DDO) will be introduced. This will:

· allow different building heights in different parts of Arden Macaulay

· ensure streets have a good pedestrian scale with lower mandatory building heights at the street frontage and higher parts set back from the street

· require lower building heights near existing low rise neighbourhoods, 

· require awnings over the footpath along primary streets

· introduce new laneways to improve walkability.
Overall maximum building heights

Building heights and setbacks at residential interface
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Caption: New development is lower where it abuts a laneway separating it from an existing low scale residential property’s rear boundary.

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Caption: New development is lower where it abuts a laneway separating it from an existing residential property’s side boundary

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Caption: Where new development backs onto Little Hardiman Street

Building heights and setbacks within the Arden-Macaulay area
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Caption: Where new development is not immediately adjacent to existing low scale residential properties. A maximum height at street edge is equivalent to the street width. Above this height, building envelope must be in accordance with a 45 degree angle as shown.
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Caption: Where new development is not immediately adjacent to existing low scale residential properties and is located along an existing east-west laneway or where a new east-west through connection is nominated
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Caption: Where new development is not immediately adjacent to existing low scale residential properties and is located along an existing laneway or where a new through connection is nominated

Weather protection
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Caption: Map identifying the frontages of primary streets where weather protection over the footpath will need to be provided unless it is demonstrated that this would cause detriment to the integrity of a heritage building or streetscape 

New laneways
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Caption: Map showing the location of new through connections/laneways

Noise attenuation
The Design and Development Overlay 26 (DDO26) will apply to land being rezoned to allow residential and other sensitive uses. This will require new, refurbished or converted residential developments and other noise sensitive uses to include appropriate acoustic measures to protect residents from noise from existing industry. This will ensure that new sensitive uses do not undermine the viability of existing industry.

Environmental audit/contamination

The Environmental Audit Overlay (EAO) will be applied to ensure former industrial land is suitable for residential and other sensitive uses.
