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Who is the planning authority?

This amendment has been prepared by the Minister for Planning, who is the planning authority for this amendment.

The amendment has been made at the request of the Melbourne City Council.

Land affected by the amendment
The amendment applies to land zoned General Residential Zone (GRZ1) in the City of Melbourne, covering parts of Kensington, Parkville, Carlton, South Yarra, North, East and West Melbourne and Jolimont.
What the amendment does
The amendment implements the new residential zones into the Melbourne Planning Scheme. Specifically, the amendment: 
· introduces Schedules to the Neighbourhood Residential Zone (NRZ) and applies them to parts of Kensington, Parkville, Carlton, South Yarra, North Melbourne, East Melbourne and Jolimont; and
· introduces a Schedule to the Residential Growth Zone (RGZ) and applies it to parts of Carlton and Parkville.
The application of the new residential zones has been undertaken in accordance with State and Local Planning Policy and recent community consultation undertaken by Council in March- April 2014.

Generally, the City of Melbourne’s approach is to:

· apply the Neighbourhood Residential Zone to increase controls on development that:

· is in a “stable residential area’ as defined in the MSS;

· is subject to a Heritage Overlay; and 

· comprises a streetscape where 80% of development are single or two dwellings on a lot:
· continue to allow “limited change such as in-fill development and alterations and additions” in areas where Schedule 1 to the General Residential Zone applies; and
· allow the continued redevelopment of the Carlton housing estates, the Queen Elizabeth Hospital site and the Parkville Gardens Estate through the application of the Residential Growth Zone to land previously zoned Residential 2 Zone. 
Neighbourhood Residential Zone:

A maximum of two dwellings on a lot is to apply to all the schedules to the Neighbourhood Residential Zone.
The proposed mandatory maximum building heights for Neighbourhood Residential Zone areas are either:

· in line with existing height controls - applied through Design and Development Overlays (DDOs); or,

· the NRZ’s default 8 metres height control.
The table below provides a summary of the localised mandatory maximum residential building height requirements included in the schedules to the Neighbourhood Residential Zone.

General Residential Zone:

The City of Melbourne is not proposing to vary any of the requirements included within this zone. The only change proposed is the title of Schedule 1, from ‘Melbourne Residential Areas’ to ‘Melbourne General Residential Areas’ to differentiate between areas zoned General Residential and other residential areas, i.e. those proposed to be zoned either Neighbourhood Residential or Residential Growth. 

Residential Growth Zone:

The City of Melbourne is not proposing to vary any of the requirements included within this zone.

Strategic assessment of the amendment 

Why is the amendment required?

The amendment is required as a result of the recent replacement of the Residential 1 and Residential 2 Zones with the General Residential Zone and to enable the application of appropriate zoning to existing residentially zoned land.
How does the amendment implement the objectives of planning in Victoria?

The amendment implements the objectives in Section 4 of the Planning and Environment Act 1987 (the Act). In particular, the amendment supports the following objectives:

· To provide for the fair, orderly, economic and sustainable use, and development of land.

· To secure a pleasant, efficient and safe working, living and recreational environment for all Victorians and visitors to Victoria.

· To conserve and enhance those buildings, areas or other places which are of scientific, aesthetic, architectural or historical interest, or otherwise of special cultural value.

· To balance the present and future interests of all Victorians.
· To facilitate development that achieves the above objectives.
How does the amendment address the environmental effects and any relevant social and economic effects? 

The amendment is not expected to have any negative economic, environmental or social impacts.
Does the amendment address relevant bushfire risk?

The amendment does not impact on bushfire risk as it affects land within an established urban area.
Does the amendment comply with the requirements of any Minister’s Direction applicable to the amendment?

The amendment complies with the relevant requirements of the following Ministerial Directions.

Ministerial Direction No. 9: Metropolitan Strategy

This amendment furthers the goal of Plan Melbourne to be a global city of opportunity and choice as it will assist in protecting the suburbs and directing development into defined areas.  The outcomes and objectives of Plan Melbourne that are most relevant to this amendment are delivering jobs and investment, housing choice and affordability and liveable communities and neighbourhoods.  This amendment gives effect to Plan Melbourne as it is consistent with, and assists in the implementation of, the relevant directions of Plan Melbourne.

The amendment is consistent with, and gives effect to, the State Planning Policy Framework (SPPF), in particular Clause 11(Settlement), Clause 15 (Built Environment and Heritage) and Clause 16 (Housing), Clause 17 (Economic Development) and Clause 18 (Transport). The amendment responds to the need to anticipate and respond to the needs of existing and future communities through provision of zoned land for housing which is respectful of the area’s heritage and character. 
How does the amendment support or implement the Local Planning Policy Framework, and specifically the Municipal Strategic Statement?
The amendment supports the Local Planning Policy Framework (LPPF) and Municipal Strategic Statement (MSS), specifically Clauses 21.04 (Settlement), 21.07 (Housing), 21.13 (Urban Renewal Areas) and 21.16 (Other Local Areas) by generally applying: 
· the Neighbourhood Residential Zone and General Residential Zone to areas identified as ‘stable residential areas’ (areas which “are valued for their existing character and the important contribution this makes to the city. In these areas limited change such as in-fill development and alterations and additions, will continue to occur so that new land use or development fits in with the existing valued character”); and
· the Residential Growth Zone to the Carlton Housing Estates (where “existing levels of social housing are retained”, 21.06-4), Queen Elizabeth Hospital site (the redevelopment of which is to be “for medium density housing”, Clause 21.06-3) and Parkville Gardens Estate (where “more intensive residential development will continue”, Clause 21.06-4), which are not identified as either ‘urban renewal areas’ or ‘stable residential areas’. 
Does the amendment make proper use of the Victoria Planning Provisions?

The amendment makes proper use of the Victoria Planning Provisions by applying controls consistent with the form and content of the VPPs to facilitate appropriate residential and other zoning.
How does the amendment address the views of any relevant agency?

The views relevant agencies will be sought during the public notice stage of the Residential Zones Standing Advisory Committee process.
Does the amendment address relevant requirements of the Transport Integration Act 2010?
The amendment complies with the relevant requirements of the Transport and Integration Act and is not considered to have any impact on the transport system.
Resource and administrative costs

· What impact will the new planning provisions have on the resource and administrative costs of the responsible authority?

The amendment will not result in any significant impact on the resources and administrative costs of the Responsible Authority.
